                                                        COMPETITION REGULATIONS
1. Participants are required to submit a completed online entry form, provided by the Organiser.
2. All entries must be received by 1st June 2022, 23:59 (GMT Time) at: video.competition2022@gmail.com
3. Any entries received after this time will not be considered.

4. Adult Participants are required to submit a written statement of consent to the processing of their personal data and the use of image. Underage Participants require a written parental or legal guardian consent.
